Kit#1	This kitchen was last remodeled in the 70’s with a lower beamed light box ceiling. The customer showed me some magazine pictures showing white inset cabinets. She wanted to fit a large 48” range and some seating in the small kitchen. I designed her kitchen with a higher ceiling to fit stacked inset cabinets with glass for display on the upper section. Then I removed the wall between the kitchen and dining area to fit a double seat counter next to the large range and gave a more open feeling also. 
Kit#2	This client walked into the showroom and said that is what I want in my kitchen when can you get started. She	had me design her kitchen with Dura Supreme designer cabinets with an antique finish and all new Thermador appliances, but using her existing refrigerator of which she regretted afterwards.
Kit#3	This kitchen was an older white tile kitchen they wanted to remodel. The clients both liked my European style cabinets in Reed’s showroom. They picked the same door style and finish, but picked a lighter contrast in the Quartz countertop.
Kit#4	This kitchen the clients wanted to clean up the computer desk in the family room and add more cabinet space. I removed the peninsula and added an island bar height counter to sit at around the range at standard height. This replaced old table and seating giving more room to add more cabinets and a computer desk area. 
Kit#5	This kitchen was closed in and had a lot of wasted soffit space they could not use. They could not fit a dishwasher next to the sink. So I extended the peninsula into the dining area to fit a dishwasher and raised the height of usable upper cabinets and added a double crown molding. I also removed the cabinet over peninsula to open up the kitchen and added a lazy-susan cabinet in the corner. I also added more drawer space in place of doors with roll outs to make it easier to access. 
Kit#6	This client had a designer recommend a bigger island to get more cabinet and counter space in her kitchen. I recommend in this kitchen to remove the island and add a peninsula to get more usable space. Since we removed the tiled enclosure over the cook top to get more usable cabinet space I designed a wood hood as the focal point of the kitchen.
Kit#7	This kitchen the client had an old small kitchen with cramped seating and a large dining room in the next room both with high ceilings. So I removed the wall to open up and enlarge the kitchen with stacked cabinets with glass in the upper section do display her tea pot collection and added a double stack crown.
Kit#8	This kitchen was a townhouse with a lot of restrictions on what could be done to remodel. So all that we did was change from cheap oak particle board cabinets and tile countertops to cherry furniture board cabinet with quartz countertops. The cabinets have a larger crown and under cabinet light rail on the upper cabinets and a new tile backsplash.
Kit#9	This kitchen is just one third of the whole kitchen. Before had refrigerator and sink on one side and just the range with no cabinets on the other side. We put the refrigerator recessed into the wall where a closet is on the other side of the wall. The refrigerator and cook top is on one wall and the sink on the other side. We also added desk cabinet on the third side.
Kit#10	This kitchen we removed a closet pantry wall to get enough room to have a cabinet pantry, a counter microwave cabinet with drawer below and lower cabinet below that, and a built in refrigerator all in the same wall. We removed the peninsula upper cabinet and put it against the wall. The Lower Peninsula cabinet was extended about 24” into the dining area and the double oven and microwave removed from existing wall and replaced with a full range. 
Kit#11	This kitchen the client liked the white European look. They added a new bay window, sliding door, roll outs in the pantry, built in refrigerator, and a large table in the island for craft projects.
Kit#12	This client just wanted a new granite counter top.  I showed her a plan that changed the plain track looking kitchen to one with style and she loved it. 
Kit#13	This kitchen was updated with knotty alder to match her existing windows in place of old painted cabinets. The new quartz countertops replaced the old Formica.
Kit#14	This kitchen was a small with a dining area with a sliding door to the side. It had oak cabinets with a Corian countertop. We removed the sliding door to make one big kitchen with an island with seating using knotty alder cabinets with a granite countertop.
Kit#15	This kitchen has just the corner of a bigger project showing how the older oak cabinets and tile countertop with a blind corner cabinet can have a better use of cabinets next to the window. The new kitchen has maple doors with a glaze with clipped corners including flutes having more detail. The corner sink cabinet makes better use of space.	
Kit#16	This kitchen was updated from oak cabinets and tile countertop to a more modern European style natural cherry shaker cabinet with a new quartz countertop and a different color crown molding.
Kit#17&18	This kitchen had a peninsula with seating to close to the couch in the family room. The cabinets were a faded white wash oak they were tired of.  They picked a clear maple cabinet with some detail in the door. I designed the kitchen with an island with a 45degree turn to fit seating, a cook top, a wine cooler, some drawers, and a prep sink all in the island. I moved the glass display cabinet to be a more dramatic focal point. 
Kit#18	This client likes to cook and entertain. She had an older downdraft cook top and oak cabinets with a white Corian countertop with granite backsplash. I removed the cook top designed the 48” range on the opposite wall with a decorative wood hood as a focal point from the family room. Added a built in looking hutch, refrigerator, and microwave cabinet in a dark cherry wood while the hood and sink cabinets were a painted white with pewter glaze as a contrast. The countertops were a contrasting soap stone on the white cabinets and a limestone on the dark cherry cabinets.
Kit#19	This kitchen had ash cabinets with an empty soffit and the top shelf was too high for the client to reach and a 70’s tile look. I designed this kitchen with cherry cabinets with a lot of drawers and a better pantry cabinet next to the built in refrigerator. I removed the soffit and the cabinets lowered the cabinets to be within her reach. We also installed a quartz countertop, some lighting, tile flooring, and paint.
